

Notice to competitors No. 2

October 6, 2005
Procedures used by the race committee at the start. 

1.
The starting line has members of the race committee at both ends, and observations by members of the committee during the last minute before the start are recorded. These recordings are available to the protest committee in the event of a request for redress, and to competitors after racing each day. 

2.
Starting line length is determined by a laser rangefinder, calculated as 1.25 times the total length of boats preparing to start. Lines will be set slightly longer in windy conditions.

3.
ISAF has asked its race officers to minimize General Recalls where possible, and the race committee will attempt to comply with that request. It should be noted that rule 29.2 provides that the race committee may signal a general recall if certain conditions are met. The race committee is not required to signal a general recall under any circumstances.  

4.
The race committee will broadcast its observations of the starting line within the last minute before the start and will attempt to provide sail numbers of OCS boats after the start on VHF 72. Competitors should monitor that channel, recognizing that the committee may require some time to confirm sail numbers of OCS boats in complicated starts. The display of flag X with one sound signal is the definitive signal that one or more boats is OCS at the start.
